HOW TO FIND THE RAILWAY

The Swanage Railway runs through the heart of the Isle of Purbeck from
Norden to the coast at Swanage. Norden is just 4 miles from Wareham,
19 miles from Bournemouth and 22 miles from Weymouth. The Norden
Park & Ride is located just off the A35] Wareham to Swanage road just
before Corfe Castle.

Swanage is situated on the Dorset coast between Poole & Weymouth and
is reached via the A351 from Wareham or via the Sandbanks to Studland
Ferry. Swanage Station is situated in the centre of the town just a few
minutes level walk from the beach and sea.

The Railway is accessible by bus from Bournemouth (Wilts & Dorset route
50), Poole and Wareham (Wilts & Dorset route 40). Boat services also
operate from Bournemouth and Poole. Wareham is the nearest main line
railway station, served by a half-hourly service from London, Southampton,
Bournemouth, Poole and Weymouth.
