However, the Luncheon Club did manage to 

remove the top row of stones from the Up side of Culvert 17B so that the misaligned stones on the right 

side of the arch could be removed.  Removal of the stones revealed big voids in the rubble layer behind the 

facing.  The voids were filled with concrete as the facing stones were mortared back in line with the arch.
